CENARIOS IBA

INDICADORES DE PRODUCAO E VENDAS
DO SETOR DE ARVORES PLANTADAS

A 44.2 edicdo do Cendrios Ibd, boletim mensal da Indstria Brasileira de Arvores, apre-
sentou os seguintes resultados sobre o ano de 2017:

Exportacées — O ano de 2017 foi um ano de avancos nas negociagdes com o mercado
externo em todos os segmentos da industria. Celulose registrou aumento de 2,3%, na
comparagdo com o ano anterior, atingindo 13,2 milhdes de toneladas; os painéis de ma-
deira se destacaram e avangaram 21,1%, alcancando 1,3 milhdo de m3; enquanto o papel
demonstrou crescimento de 0,5%, com um total de 2,1 milhdes de toneladas.

A China se manteve como principal compradora da celulose brasileira durante todo o
ano passado, aumentando seu consumo em 18,7% em relacao a 2016, chegando a US$
2,6 bilhdes investidos na commodity. Na sequéncia esta a Europa, que aumentou em 7,5%
a importagdo da celulose brasileira, alcangando US$ 2,0 bilhdes.

Ja aAmérica Latina se manteve a frente das demais regides do mundo quando o assun-
to é destino de painéis de madeira e papel. Para os painéis, a regido representou 52,2%
de todo o volume exportado pelo Pais, o que representou US$151 milhGes, avanco de
11% em relacdo a 2016. Vale mencionar o avanco da Asia/Oceania neste segmento, que
aumentou em 74,1%. J4 em papéis, o crescimento foi de 10,7%, que soma US$ 1,3 bilhdo,
na América Latina.

0 encerramento do ano de 2017 foi positivo para a indUstria de base florestal, que
registrou um avanco de 12,9% no saldo da balanga comercial do setor, quando comparado
com o ano de 2016, alcancando o valor de US$ 7,5bilhGes. As exportacoes puxaram essa
alta, com aumento de 14% para celulose, o que representa US$ 6,4 bilhdes em receita; va-
riagdo positiva de 2,2% para papel, resultado financeiro de US$ 1,9 bilhdo; e crescimento
de 15,6% para painéis de madeira, atingindo ntimeros finais de US$ 289 milhdes.

Em termos de representatividade, as exportacoes do setor produtivo de arvores planta-
das foram responsaveis por 3,9% de todo o volume de bens e produtos negociados pelo
Brasil com outros paises.

Vendas Domésticas — O mercado interno de painéis de madeira registrou avango
de 4% em suas negociagdes, totalizando 6,5 milhdes de m? vendidos. J& o segmento de
papel encerrou 2017 com saldo positivo de 0,7%, somando 5,5 milhdes de toneladas
comercializadas. Papelcartao (+4,2%) e Tissue (+4,1%) foram os principais responsaveis
pelo desempenho.

Producao - 0 ano de 2017 também foi de variacdo positiva para a produgdo no setor
de celulose, que avancou 3,8%. Destaque para as 19,5 milhdes de toneladas produzidas,
0 maior volume ja registrado no periodo de um ano. Papel, por sua vez, com 10,5 milhdes
de toneladas produzidas, teve alta de 1,4%, em comparagao com 2016. ]

PRODUCTION AND SALES INDICATORS
FOR THE PLANTED TREES SECTOR

The 44" edition of Cendrios Ibd, the monthly bulletin of the Brazilian Tree
Industry (IBA), presented the following results in 2017:

Exports - 2017 was a year of trade advancements with the external market
in all industry segments. Pulp registered an increase of 2.3% in comparison
with the previous year, totaling 13.2 million tons; wood panels registered an
increase of 21.1%, reaching 1.3 million m% while paper grew 0.5%, with a
total of 2.1 million tons.

China remained the biggest buyer of Brazilian pulp throughout the whole
year, increasing its consumption 18.7% in relation to 2016, with US$2.6
billion invested in the commodity. In second came Europe, which increased
its imports of Brazilian pulp by 7.5%, totaling US$2 billion.

In turn, Latin America remained ahead of all other regions in the world
as the main destination for wood panels and paper. For wood panels, the
region accounted for 52.2% of total volume exported, which totaled US$151
million, an 11.0% increase in relation to 2016. It is also noteworthy to mention
the segment’s increase in Asia/Oceania, which increased 74.1%. In terms of
paper, growth amounted to 10.7%, totaling US$1.3 billion in Latin America.

2017 was a positive year for the forest base industry, which registered
an increase of 12.9% in the sector’s trade balance when compared to 2016,
totaling US$7.5 billion. Exports were the main drivers behind this growth,
with an increase of 14.0% for pulp, totaling US$6.4 billion in revenues; a
2.2% increase in paper, with a financial result of US$1.9 billion; and a 15.6%
increase in wood panels, totaling US$289 million.

In terms of representativeness, exports by the planted tree productive
sector accounted for 3.9% of the total volume of goods and products traded
by Brazil with other countries.

Domestic Sales - The internal market for wood panels sales grew 4%,
totaling 6.5 million m? sold. The paper segment, in turn, ended 2017 with a
positive balance of 0.7%, totaling 5.5 million tons sold. Paperboard (+4.2%)
and Tissue (+4.1%) were mainly responsible for this performance.

Production - 2017 also registered a positive production variation in the
pulp sector, which grew 3.8%. One of the main positive aspects was the 19.5
million tons produced, the largest volume ever recorded over a one-year
period. Paper, in turn, with 10.5 million tons produced, increased 1.4% in
relation to 2016. u
