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INDICATORS OF THE PLANTED
TREES SECTOR

s exportagoes do setor brasileiro de arvores cultivadas tive-
Aram crescimento de 5% no primeiro semestre de 2025, to-

talizando US$ 7,9 bilhoes em divisas, de acordo com dados
do Mosaico, boletim trimestral produzido pela Inddstria Brasileira
de Arvores (IBA).

Principal item da pauta exportadora do setor, a celulose puxou o
resultado, com aumento das vendas em 10,8% em volume, chegan-
do a 10,5 bilhdes de toneladas, o equivalente a US$ 5,37 bilhoes. As
exportacoes de papel tiveram leve aumento de 0,8%, totalizando 1,3
bilhdo de toneladas e US$ 1,2 bilhdo. As vendas externas de painéis,
por sua vez, tiveram queda de 6%, com 737 milhdes de m3 enviados
ao exterior, o equivalente a US$ 228,9 milhdes.

A expansdo das exportagdes no primeiro semestre deste ano
também elevou a relevincia do setor de arvores cultivadas na eco-
nomia brasileira, segundo o levamento da Iba. No periodo, sua par-
ticipagao no total de exportagdes do Pais, em dolares, atingiu 4,8%,
resultado acima dos 4,5% do mesmo periodo de 2024. Além disso,
a industria brasileira de drvores aumentou sua participagao no total
vendido ao exterior pelo agronegécio, chegando em 9,7%, contra
9,2% na comparagao anual.

Em termos de produgio, foram 14,2 milhoes de toneladas de
celulose nos seis primeiros meses de 2025, alta de 11,8%. Ja a pro-
dugdo de papel teve uma leve queda de 0,7%, sendo 5,6 milhoes de
toneladas produzidas no periodo.

Mercados

A China é o principal mercado comprador de produtos florestais
brasileiros. As vendas para o gigante asidtico atingiram US$ 2,6 bi-
lhoes no primeiro semestre de 2025, alta de 22,7% sobre o mesmo
periodo do ano passado. A China aumentou a compra de celulose
(+24,4%) e painéis de madeira (+19,4%).

A Europa aparece em segundo lugar, com as vendas no primeiro
semestre chegando a US$ 1,8 bilhao, valor praticamente estavel na
comparagdo anual. Ja as vendas para a América do Norte atingiram
US$ 1,7 bilhao.

“Tivemos um primeiro semestre de crescimento nas exporta-
¢oes de celulose e papel, e ligeira queda nos painéis. Devo ressaltar
que vivemos periodo de grandes incertezas e alteracdes bruscas nas
relagbes entre os paises. Nesse cenario, o Brasil, como maior ex-
portador de celulose do mundo, sexto maior exportador de papel e
relevante exportador de placas, segue seu compromisso de oferecer
solugdes sustentdveis e competitivas para o mundo. A IBA atua pela
superac¢do desse momento desafiador, fazendo articulagoes e defen-
dendo o didlogo”, afirma Paulo Hartung, presidente da IBA.

grew 5% in the first half of 2025, totaling

USD 7.9 billion in revenue, according to data
from Mosaico, the quarterly bulletin published by
IBA (Brazilian Tree Industry).

The main driver of this performance was pulp,
with sales volume up 10.8% to 10.5 million tons,
equivalent to USD 5.37 billion. Paper exports posted
a modest increase of 0.8%, reaching 1.3 million tons
and USD 1.2 billion. Wood panel exports, however,
declined 6%, with 737,000 m® shipped abroad,
amounting to USD 228.9 million.

According to Ib4, the expansion of exports in the
first half of the year also reinforced the importance of
the planted trees sector to the Brazilian economy. The
sector’s share of the total national exports, measured
in dollar, reached 4.8%, up from 4.5% in the same
period of 2024. Its share of agribusiness exports also
rose, reaching 9.7%, versus 9.2% a year earlier.

In terms of production, pulp production reached
14.2 million tons in the first six months of 2025, an
increase of 11.8%. Paper production declined slightly,
down 0.7% to 5.6 million tons.

Markets

China remains the leading destination for Brazilian
forest-based products. Sales to the Asian giant totaled
USD 2.6 billion in the first half of 2025, up 22.7% from
the same period last year. Purchases of pulp rose 24.4%,
while wood panel imports grew 19.4%.

Europe ranked second, with sales holding steady at
USD 1.8 billion. North America followed closely at
USD 1.7 billion.

“We had a first half marked by growth in pulp
and paper exports, and a slight decline in panels. It is
important to note that we are living a period of great
uncertainty and sharp shifts in international relations.
In this context, Brazil—as the world’s largest exporter
of pulp, the sixth-largest exporter of paper, and a
significant exporter of panels—remains committed
to offering sustainable and competitive solutions to
the world. Iba is working to navigate this challenging
moment by fostering partnerships and promoting
dialogue,” said Paulo Hartung, president of IBA.
